Exporting Citations into EndNote
1. Make sure you have all popup blocking software turned off. 

a. In Internet Explorer 
i. Select “Tools”. 
ii. Select “Internet Options”.  
iii. From the tabbed menu select “Privacy”.  At the bottom you will notice area called “Pop Up Blocker”, select “Settings” add the url of SciFinder Web (https://scifinder.cas.org) to the trusted site list.  

b. In Firefox:

i. Select “Tools”. 
ii. Select “Options”.  
iii. Select the icon for “Content” from the main navigation.  Keep the “Block pop-up windows” box checked, select “Exceptions” and add the url of SciFinder Web (https://scifinder.cas.org) to the allowed site list. 

2. Conduct your search.

3. Select those citations you would like to export.  

4. To export, select “Export” from the right hand navigation menu above “Analysis”.  You will then be prompted to select “All answers” or “Only selected answers” and provide the export with a file name.  Endnote only allows the “Tagged Format” to import citations, so from the “File Type” drop down menu, select “Tagged Format” from the bottom of the list.  Select “Export”. 
5. A pop-up will then appear asking you what IE or Firefox should do with the file.  Select “Save to Disk”.  
a. Firefox will automatically place the file on your desktop.  
b. IE will ask you where you want the file placed.  
i. Select the file location you desire.

ii. Select “Save”,

6. You are now ready to import the citations into EndNote.
